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Mr. Ramey advised that Council has seen this resolution for the past two years as this
had been mandated by the General Assembly for the phasing in of a 5% employee
contribution. The City had done 1% for each of the past two years and this year went
ahead and completed this requirement with the remaining 3%.

Following a brief discussion and upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded
by Councilman Caruso, and passed by the following unanimous roll call vote: YES —
Caruso, Hunnicutt, Fawbush, Roop, Mays, NO — None, ABSENT — None, Council
moved to adopt A Resolution for Member Contributions by Salary Reduction for
Counties, Cities, Towns, and Other Political Subdivisions. (Insert)

A Resolution for Employer Contribution Rates for Counties, Cities, Towns, School
Divisions and Other Political Subdivisions (in accordance with the 2014 Appropriation
Act Item 468(H)) furnished by the Virginia Retirement System which establishes the
City’s contribution rate was presented to Council for action. The City was given the
choice of selecting one of two options. One was the standard base rate of 10.7% or an
alternate rate of 8.71%. It was the recommendation of the City Administration to select
the standard base rate of 10.7%.

After a brief discussion and upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded by
Councilman Caruso, and passed by the following unanimous roll call vote: YES —
Caruso, Hunnicutt, Fawbush, Roop, Mays, NO — None, ABSENT — None, Council
moved to adopt A Resolution for Employer Contribution Rates for Counties, Cities,
Towns, School Divisions and Other Political Subdivisions (in accordance with the 2014
Appropriation Act Item 468(H)) accepting the 10.7% standard base rate. (Insert)

A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Norton Adopting a Five Year Capital
Improvements Program was the next item on the agenda. Mr. Ramey advised that this
plan had been in place since 1988 and for the second time in two years, the City will not
be in a position to do any capital projects. The only included items in this program for
the upcoming budget year is $200,000 for annual paving and existing equipment leases
in the amount of $56,174 in the General Fund and $38,000 for Water Tank Rehabilitation
in the Enterprise Fund.

Upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded by Councilman Caruso, and
passed by the following unanimous roll call vote: YES — Caruso, Hunnicutt, Fawbush,
Roop, Mays, NO — None, ABSENT — None, Council moved to adopt A Resolution of the

City Council of the City of Norton Adopting a Five Year Capital Improvements Program.
(Insert)

The City Manager advised that Councilman Caruso had asked for a discussion on an
amendment to the City Code Section 20-52 relating to fees for license to fish in the upper
IEServoir.

Councilman Caruso stated he would like to see a new category of a short term pass, of
either 3 or 7 days, added to this code section. He also would like for the license to run for
one full year running from date of purchase.

Following a brief discussion and upon a motion by Councilman Fawbush, seconded
by Councilman Hunnicutt, and passed by unanimous vote, Council moved to authorize
the City Attorney to prepare a new ordinance with the addition of a 3 consecutive day
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fishing license in the amount of $5.00, with all fishing licenses to run for one year from
date of purchase, and eliminate the Old Dominion Sportsman Association members from
this ordinance for purchasing a license for a fee of $5.00. The City Manager was
authorized to advertise a public hearing on changes to City Code Section 20-52 and
Section 20-55 for the above changes.

The City Manager advised he would bring back a draft ordinance at the July meeting
and advertise a public hearing to be held at the August meeting.

Mayor Mays advised he would like to have only one meeting during the months of
July and August since Council has had so many meetings recently.

Following a brief discussion, it was the consensus of Council to cancel the first
meeting of July and August. The July meeting will be July 15™ and the August meeting
will be August 19"

Since Mr. Collins will be attending classes and cannot be in attendance at the July
meeting, the item of further discussion and action on the upcoming City of Norton
Ordinance on Section No. 26.1-40-3 Accessory Use Limitations — General will be on the
agenda for the August 19" meeting.

Council asked that Ms. Emershaw be informed.

The City Manager advised he would notify her of this date.

Council had copies of checks payable to the City of Norton Department of Social
Services in the amount of $150,044.80 and to Thomas Construction Company in the
amount of $278,123.17.

Upon a motion by Councilman Caruso, seconded by Councilman Hunnicutt, and
passed by unanimous roll call vote, Council moved to approve checks as listed above.

Upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded by Councilman Caruso, and
passed by unanimous roll call vote, Council moved to go into closed meeting to discuss
personnel as per Section No. 2.2-3711 (A) (1) of the Code of Virginia, as amended.

Mayor Mays declared Council in closed meeting.

Upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded by Councilman Caruso, and
passed by unanimous vote, Council moved to go back into open meeting.
Mayor Mays declared Council back in open meeting.

Upon a motion by Councilman Hunnicutt, seconded by Councilman Caruso, and
passed by the following unanimous vote: YES — Caruso, Hunnicutt, Fawbush, Roop,
Mays, NO — None, ABSENT — None, Council moved to adopt A Resolution of the
Certification of Closed Meeting. (Insert)

Mayor Mays opened the floor for nominations to the Southwest Regional Recreation
Authority for a three year term which will expire on June 30, 2017.
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Councilman Hunnicutt nominated W. C. “Buzz” Witt to be reappointed to this
Authority.

Upon a motion by Councilman Roop, seconded by Councilman Fawbush, and passed
by unanimous vote, Council moved that the nominations cease.

Mayor Mays declared W. C. “Buzz” Witt reappointed to the Southwest Regional
Recreation Authority for a three year term which will expire on June 30, 2017.

The Mayor opened the floor for nominations of a student representative to the
Lonesome Pine Office on Youth for a four year term which will expire on July 1, 2018.

Councilman Roop nominated Megan Steffey to be reappointed to this Board.

Upon a motion by Councilman Caruso, seconded by Councilman Hunnicutt, and
passed by unanimous vote, Council moved that the nominations cease.

Mayor Mays declared Megan Steffey reappointed to the Lonesome Pine Office on

Youth for a four year term as a student representative with term expiring on July 1, 2018.

Mayor Mays opened the floor for an appointment to the Black Diamond Resource
Conservation Development Council for a two year term which will expire on July 1,
2016.

Councilman Caruso nominated Mark Leonard to be appointed to this Council.

Upon a motion by Councilman Fawbush, seconded by Councilman Hunnicutt, and
passed by unanimous vote, Council moved that the nominations cease.

Mayor Mays declared Mark Leonard appointed to the Black Diamond Resource

Conservation Development Council for a two year term which will expire on July 1,
2016.

In comments from the City Manager, Mr. Ramey advised that:

The City Administration would like to thank Council for their support during this
difficult budget cycle. The City Administration has already begun discussions on the
2015-2016 budget.

The annual Water Quality Reports have been sent out and a copy has been placed at
Council members’ desks.

The City Clerk was in receipt of an e-mail from the State regarding the annual
Statement of Economic Interests and Financial Disclosures. She was advised that
effective July 1%, these forms will be filled out twice a year beginning in 2015 and some
other modifications have been put on them.

The first summer camp sponsored by the Parks & Recreation Department, “The
Engineer’s Toolbox” was held June 16th- 20th. There were 22 slots and 22 in
attendance.

The second camp, “The Green City Robot Rumble” is now being held through
June 27th. There are 21 slots and 21 in attendance with 4 on a waiting list.

The final class will be held July 7th — 11th and is titled “Get Your Bot in the Game”.
He is receiving good comments on these camps and Council is to be commended for
having financed these classes.

Water slides are on our Fantastic Fridays. A schedule is on Council members’ desk.

City fireworks will be held on Saturday, July 5%.
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There were no comments from the City Attorney.

In comments from Council, Councilman Caruso asked for an update on the on the
Flag Rock/High Knob Recreational Area sign. Mr. Ramey advised that a contract had
been signed today and should be installed prior to the Tower’s opening.

Councilman Roop wished everyone a happy and safe holiday.

There being no further business to come before the Council, the meeting was
adjourned.

Plans and specifications or for the construction of modifications to the City of Norton community
waterworks, prepared by The Lane Group, have been reviewed by this Office. The plans entitled
“SYSTEM-WIDE WATER IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT- PHASE III” are dated February 10, 2014,
and include a title page and sheets N.1, N.2, 1.1, C.1,C.2,C.3,C4, C.5,C.6,C.7,C.8, C.9, C.10, DET.1,
DET.2, DET.3, and DET.4. The specifications entitled “SYSTEM-WIDE WATER IMPROVEMENTS
PROJECT-PHASE III, NORTON, VIRGINIA” are dated February 10, 2014.

The project consists of the replacement of 450 ft of 2-inch, 4,292 ft of 6-inch, and 3,152 ft of 8-inch
diameter water main and associated appurtenances.

The plans and specifications are technically adequate and are approved by this Office, in accordance with
12VACS-590 of the Commonwealth of Virginia Waterworks Regulations. One copy of these documents
is on file in the Abingdon Field Office.

2. That Section 20-55 be amended to read its entirety:as follows:

“A license under this division shall be valid for one (1) year from the date of issuance,
except for the three (3) day license set forth in Section 20-52(4).”

The reservoir shall be open for use each day from one (1) hour before sunrise until one (1)
hour after sunset. It shall be unlawful for any person to use the reservoir between one (1) hour after
sunset and one (1) hour before sunrise.

It shall be unlawful for any person using the reservoir to violate any provisions of state law or
any regulation of the state commission of game and inland fisheries.

The use of the reservoir may be suspended at any time by action of the city council if
deemed advisable because of danger of wood fires, reduction of fish population, extreme low water
or any hazard to the health of users of the city's public water supply system. No refund shall be
allowed on any license fee paid under this chapter by reason of such suspension.

SPECIAL USE PERMIT

Pursuant to the authority of the City Council of the City of Norton, Virginia, at a meeting
of July 28, 2009, the City Council of the City of Norton, Virginia hereby grants to Pathfinders
Outdoor Adventures, LLC (Pathfinders OA, LLC) a revocable permit to utilize the City of
Norton Firing Range to conduct firearms training and classes.

The permit granted to Pathfinders OA, LLC is confined to the use of the property for the
stated purpose and no other. Pathfinders OA, LLC agrees to the following conditions:

1. Pathfinders OA, LLC covenants not to sue and shall indemnify, defend and hold the
City and its employees, agents, representatives and officers (the “Indemnified
Parties”) harmless from and against any and all actions, claims, demands, suits or
costs in any way connected with the activities of Pathfinders OA, LLC in exercising
the privileges granted by this permit.

2. In addition to the foregoing. Pathfinders OA, LLC shall at all times maintain in full
force and effect a policy of liability insurance with coverage limits of not less than
one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence for personal injury and property
damage, and shall provide the City with a current certificate of coverage, which
certificate shall name the Indemnified Parties as additional insureds.

Each person receiving firearms training at the Firing Range shall be required to enter
into an Indemnification Agreement in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A and made
a part hereof. Pathfinders OA, LLC shall furnish copies of the executed
Indemnification Agreements to the City,

4. Firearms training shall be conducted only by properly certified instructors. Current
copies of certifications shall be furnished to the City.

Pathfinders OA, LLC shall at all times comply with all local, state and federal laws,
rules and regulations as they may affect its use of or operations at the Firing Range,
including but not limited to land use, zoning and licensing and safety regulations of
any entity having jurisdiction.

Pathfinders OA, LLC shall be authorized to use said property on a monthly basis for a
prepaid fee of $30.00 for each time of use provided that the use of said property is scheduled in
advance with the City and it in no way conflicts with any City usage. Pathfinders OA, LLC shall



not be authorized to alter, change, or modify said property without the consent of the City
Manager and shall maintain the property after each time it is used. Further, the City makes no
other representations to Pathfinders OA, LLC and is in no way responsible for any assurances
other than that previously stated.

This is a revocable permit and the City Council through its designee the City Manager
may revoke said permit by providing Pathfinders OA, LLC thirty (30) days written notice at

which time said permit shall be revoked.
